Hybrid Technology Added to the Agenda for Blechexpo 2011

Confirmation Received Already from 300 Exhibitors

Frickenhausen/Stuttgart, 27 July 2010. Trade fair nomenclature will be expanded to include hybrid technology for the 10th Blechexpo, which will take place in Stuttgart from the 6th through the 9th of June, 2011. The new range of topics covering the use of hybrid components in sheet metal processing will be integrated into the field of stamping technology presented in hall 8. The newly adopted terminology includes, for example, tooling, plastic parts, assembly and handling technology, and process technologies. A number of renowned companies from these sectors have registered already, reports trade fair promoter Paul E. Schall.
Just 4 weeks after sending out registration forms, 30% of Blechexpo’s exhibitors from 2009 have already signed up for the trade fair in 2011. A total of just under 300 companies have placed firm booking and indicated their preferred booth locations, so that rough floor space allocation can begin in just a few weeks.

The practically oriented trade fair duo consisting of Blechexpo and Schweisstec has been held at the new Stuttgart Exhibition Centre since the year 2007. As an international trade fair, Blechexpo has been able to take over a leading role in Europe within a very short period of time, and now ranks second amongst all trade fairs for sheet metal processing throughout the world.
